Deployment of battery storage will
be capable of responding in milliseconds to frequency changes, importing or exporting electricity from the
grid as needed, and helping efficiently stabilise the grid, while guaranteeing reliable electricity supply for
USErs.

What is ESB's new battery energy storage system?

It said the facility will add 7SMW of fast-acting energy storage to help provide grid stability. This latest
battery energy storage system (BESS) is part of ESB's pipeline of projects which are being delivered at sitesin
Dublin and Cork - representing an investment of up to EUR300m.
